Chapter 2 - Zoning Definitions
Automobile repair shop (limited) – any premises including not more than four service bays where the principal use is the retail sale and service for minor repair work  or maintenance of a vehicles not involving  major motor, drive train, or suspension system adjustments or repair or other major mechanical and body work, straightening of body parts, painting, welding , or other work involving noise, glare, fumes, smoke.


Automotive Gas Station (with convenience store)  -  an establishment whose principal business is  the retail dispensing of fuel, oil, vehicle accessories  or convenience items such as cold drinks, tobacco products, packaged foods or similar items  conducted entirely within the building.


Automotive repair shop (intensive) - any premises where the principal uses include more intrusive or intense auto repair activities These activities include, but are not limited to: sanding, painting, body work suspension, transmission repair; engine work, heavy equipment and truck repair, welding, operations that produce loud noise, smoke, dust, or other emissions.

Accessory Dwelling Unit - a dwelling that is incidental and subordinate to the principal use of a property. In commercial zoning districts such a use is for the presence of security personnel or a business owner to reside on the same lot as the business. In residential zoning districts such uses would be for persons to reside in a secondary unit connected to or detached from the primary residence. 

Bird - a two-legged warm blooded winged animal with a beak and a body covered with feathers. Birds lay eggs from which their young hatch and most species can fly.

Commercial, Community  – commercial establishments or groupings typically on 10 acres or more that generally serve a wider market and include but are not limited to establishments that serve more than the day to day needs of a neighborhood such as furniture stores, supermarkets, drive through restaurants, apparel, shells, appliance sales and repairs, art supplies, hardware supplies, toys, musical instruments, office equipment, sporting goods, fixture sales and repairs, dancing halls or academies, bowling allies, bicycle sales and repairs, lawn mower sales and rental, thrift stores and pawn shops.


Commercial, heavy – commercial establishments or groupings that generally incorporate the outside storage of goods or  materials, and that are not allowed in other commercial districts.  Examples include but are not limited to building supplies and sales, contractors office and associated storage, nurseries with outside storage, landscaping sales, yard ornaments,  car dealerships, RV sales, Boat sales, motorcycles sales, mobile homes sales, transmission shops, towing and storage of vehicles and body shops.


Commercial, neighborhood –  small scale retail  establishment or groupings that generally serve the day to day needs of a residential neighborhood or surrounding residential area that  include but are not limited to convenience stores, drug stores, liquor stores, newsstands, bakeries, delicatessens, diary products stores, meat and seafood shops, video rental and sales stores, gift shops, ice cream parlors, produce markets, and personal services.  Uses in this category have limited impact on the surrounding area in terms of traffic, parking, and hours of operation.


Manufacturing, general  (I-1 zoning district) - uses that create little or no objectionable, external effects on neighboring land uses.  Such uses  including but not limited to the fabrication, compounding, process, packaging or treatment of glass, bone, canvas, cellophane, cloth, cork, feather, felt, fiber, fur hair, leather paper, plastics, metals, stone shell, textiles, tobacco, wood, candy, cosmetics, pharmaceuticals, toiletries, food, and musical instruments.  The category also includes but is not limited to the manufacture of boats, building supplies, furniture, upholstery as well as major distribution centers and warehousing. 


Manufacturing, heavy  – uses that may have objectionable external effects such as noise, vibration, dust, odor, glare or electronic interference.  Such uses include but are not limited to  uses such as ammonia, chlorine manufacturing, blast furnaces, bulk storage of flammable, toxic, explosive or noxious materials as a principal use, concrete mixing or batch plants, fertilizer or pesticide manufacture, petroleum or asphalt refining/manufacture,  the manufacture of glue, paper, rubber, grease, the storage of used tires,  raw hides,  the slaughter of animals and stockyards and other similar uses shall be considered heavy manufacturing uses.  Heavy manufacturing uses also shall include any use which creates any adverse impacts pursuant to Ch6 Division 2, Section ___, on adjacent or nearby residential uses.


Manufacturing, light – uses that create no objectionable external effects on neighboring land uses, and where use consists of the assembling, processing packaging and storage of small unit products such as optical devices, tool manufactures, electronic equipment, precision instruments and toys. 


Research and Development Activities – any research, development, or prototype testing related to such fields as medical, electrical, transportation, engineering or pharmaceuticals, provided that such activities are conducted within entirely enclosed buildings and produce no noise, smoke, glare vibration, or odor detectible outside the buildings. (will need to be addressed in standards for specific uses table)


Small animals (agriculture) – small non grazing animals that are typically raised and kept for commercial,  food or recreation  in agricultural areas including but not limited to:  rabbits, mink, turkeys, geese, chickens, roosters, domestic or exotic birds, and pigeons.  This definition does not include swine, dogs or cats.


Transitional housing means a project that has as its purpose facilitating the movement of homeless individuals and families to permanent housing within a reasonable amount of time (usually 24 months). Transitional housing includes housing primarily designed to serve deinstitutionalized homeless individuals and other homeless individuals with mental or physical disabilities and homeless families with children. Such housing shall not include temporary structures such as tents.

Animal pen or structure- a barn, shed building or shelter for the housing of animals or a small portion of a lot or parcel which is fenced to limit the movement of animals and keep them from occupying other areas or portions of the lot or parcel.


Warehouse – any premises where the principle use is the storage of merchandise, products or materials in bulk, for a fee or charge or for distribution to other establishments operated by the same business enterprise or establishment.  A warehouse may include accessory wholesale sales, but shall not be deemed to include retail sales establishments, mini-warehouses or bulk storage of flammable, explosive, toxic, or noxious materials as a principle use. 


Yard (Waterfront) - any yard abutting waterfront property (the Gulf of Mexico, Intracoastal Waterway, any bay or pass, or any navigable lake, pond, river, creek or stream) shall be considered a waterfront yard. Storm water retention ponds platted as drainage easements shall not be considered navigable water bodies unless directly connected to a navigable lake, pond, river, creek or stream.
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
