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Critical Linkage Ordinance 
Boundary Adjustments

1. Movement without reducing width, 
maintain connections, and no negative 
impact to adjacent parcels.
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Critical Linkage Boundaries

2. May exclude highly disturbed parcels 
along edge (mining, environmental 
contamination, etc.)

3. May exclude parcels with existing 
residential development with densities 
greater than 1 unit per acre.
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Disturbed Areas 
Excluded from 
CL Ordinance -

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Disturbed Areas
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Development with Existing Zoning

• Nothing in the Comp Plan or Critical 
Linkage Ordinance prohibits continuation 
of current uses.

• Development with existing zoning is not 
regulated by the Ordinance.

• No incentives or compensation are 
provided.

• No conservation easement or fee simple 
dedication is required.

• Landowner can still nominate property for 
the willing seller program.
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1. Density Transfer

• Allows density transfer from land inside 
the Critical Linkage (sending parcel) to the 
land outside the Critical Linkage (receiving 
parcel).

• Up to 125% of maximum residential 
density allowed by Future Land Use for 
developable land plus 25% for Category 1 
wetlands and 10% for Category 2 and 3 
wetlands.

Total density left on
Parcel B:  0 units

Option 1 – Density Transfer

9 ac x 3 units = 27 x 1.25 bonus = 
33.75 transferable units
1 Category 1 wetland acre =
.25 transferable units
Total units transferable to
Parcel A:  34 units

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• To achieve transferable density on the receiving 
parcel, additional incentives may include:
– Increased maximum height
– Reduced minimum setbacks, lot area, lot width and 

lot depth
– Increased maximum lot coverage
– Reduced minimum open space
– Reduced neighborhood parks requirements
– Reduced landscaping requirements
– Reduced tree replacement requirements
– Expedited approvals
