We ask that all PART members and potential PART members sign up for the

• In the Email Address box, enter your current e-mail address

• Choose the categories; PART.

• Update your e-mail address as needed

PART members must be at least 18 years old. All members are required to 
complete select FEMA training online (free), pass a background check (no cost), 
and be willing to activate on short notice.  PART members may be veterinarians, 
veterinary technicians, animal care technicians, large or small animal handlers, 
exotic animal handlers, members of DART, or have a combination of related 
experience in various areas.  There are also volunteer positions available for 
people willing to provide set up and breakdown of the Pet Friendly Shelter.    
Set-up positions do not require animal handling experience.
