Chapter 4 – Procedures
Division 14 – Relief Procedures

Section 1 - Appeals
4.14.1.A.  General
1. The authority granted by this Section shall be limited to final determinations made by the board of county commissioners, planning commission, development review committee and other administrative officials empowered to implement or interpret the county's land development regulations. A determination shall not be considered "final" and appealable pursuant to this section unless: 
a. A land development regulation specifically states that the determination is appealable in accordance with this Code;
b. the determination is in writing and uses the phrase "final determination" or otherwise states that the determination is appealable pursuant to this Code; or
c. the determination is a written policy or interpretation of general applicability that is final upon approval by the development review committee, or upon final publication by the administrative official empowered to render such policy or interpretation.
2. The administrative appeal provisions in this Code shall not apply to:
a. County court citations, warnings or judgments issued pursuant to the process outlined in F.S. § 125.69, F.S. ch. 162 pt. II, and/or chapter 1 of the Pasco County Code of Ordinances; or 
b. provisions of the Land Development Code, Code of Ordinances, or other resolutions or regulations of the board of county commissioners for which different appeal procedures are provided in such provisions.
3. Administrative res judicata: When a decision on an application for administrative appeal has been rendered by the board of county commissioners, no new appeal may be submitted where the new appeal  requests the same relief or determination, unless the applicant can demonstrate and the board of county commissioners determines that a material change in the  circumstances, or conditions has occurred which would prompt a different or contrary decision. For the purposes of this section, facts or circumstances which were known or could have been discovered through the exercise of reasonable diligence of the applicant or his privy prior to the initial  appeal application shall not constitute a sufficient basis for claiming a change in circumstances or conditions. This provision does not address or modify the res judicata effect of board of county commissioners’ decisions in subsequent state or federal court proceedings; such effect shall be determined in accordance with applicable law.
4.14.1.B.  Appeals of Final Determinations of Administrative Officials
1. Application Filing Deadline
After the final written rendition of the order, requirement, decision, interpretation or determination an aggrieved person shall file with the county administrator or his designee:
a. Within 30 days, a Notice of Intent to Appeal and an application fee; and
b. Within 60 days, a Complete Appeal Application.
Failure to comply within the required time periods shall foreclose the right to initiate the administrative appeal. Each notice of appeal shall be accompanied by a separate application fee and treated as a separate appeal application; provided, however, the county administrator or his designee may consolidate related appeal applications for agenda, notice and public hearing purposes.

2. Content of Application
A complete application shall consist of an application form completed and signed by the appellant containing:
 
a.
Statement of the relief requested from the board of county commissioners.

b.
The relief requested, including citations to the specific portions of the transcript, land development regulations and comprehensive plan relevant to the relief requested and supporting the relief requested.
3. Hearing Procedures

Board of county commissioners action on the appeal application, which may include conducting the public hearing, or remand or continuance of the matter being appealed, shall occur within 90 days of the filing of the complete application, unless the appellant requests an extension of such time period and that request is granted by the board of county commissioners.
4. Public Notice
At least 14 days prior to the date of the hearing, the following shall occur:
a. Publication of notice of the date, time, place, and purpose of the appeal hearing, in a newspaper of general circulation in the county. 

b. Where the matter being appealed involves a specific parcel of land,  a sign shall be erected on the property, providing notice of the date, time, place and purpose of the public hearing, in such a manner as to allow the public to view the same from one or more streets. In the case of landlocked property, the sign shall be erected on the nearest street right-of-way, and include notation indicating the general distance and direction to the property for which the appeal is sought. In all cases, the number of signs to be used shall be left to the discretion of the zoning administrator or development director; provided, that the numbers shall be reasonably calculated to adequately inform the public of the appeal. 

c. Where the matter being appealed involves a specific parcel of land, notice of the date, time, place, and purpose of the public hearings shall also be mailed to  those who own property immediately abutting the property lines of the land for which the appeal is sought, or who own property immediately across a street or other easement from such land. Names and addresses of property owners shall be deemed those appearing on the latest ad valorem tax rolls of Pasco County and the adjacent County, as applicable. 
Proof of publication, mailing, and posting of the notice required above shall be presented, by affidavit, at the appeal hearing held.
5. Standard of Review

The board of county commissioners shall conduct a de novo hearing on the appeal and may adopt, modify, condition, or reverse both factual findings and legal conclusions and conditions relating to the matter being appealed or remand the matter to the administrative official for reconsideration based on direction from the board of county commissioners. The board of county commissioners may remand any administrative appeal without conducting a public hearing.
6. Final Determination
The determination of the board of county commissioners shall be rendered within 30 days of the date of the appeal hearing. 
Determinations granting or remanding an administrative appeal may be rendered in writing or by motion and may, if rendered in writing, include findings of fact, findings or conclusions of law, conditions of approval, and action taken. 
Determinations denying an administrative appeal shall be rendered in writing, including citations to any applicable ordinance, rule, statute, or other legal authority for the denial.

 A determination shall be deemed "rendered" after it is reduced to writing and signed by the chairman, vice-chairman, or acting chairman of the board of county commissioners or after the adoption of a motion, if no written determination is to be prepared and entered.


4.14.1.C.  Appeals of Final Determinations of the Development Director for Class I, IIILFS and IIIMRS Development Applications and other Final Development Director Determinations

1. Application Filing Deadline

After the final written rendition of the order, requirement, decision, interpretation or determination an aggrieved person shall file with the development director:
a. Within 30 days, a Notice of Intent to Appeal and an application fee, and
b. Within 60 days, a complete Appeal Application. 
Failure to comply within the required time periods shall foreclose the right to initiate the administrative appeal. Each notice of appeal shall be accompanied by a separate application fee and treated as a separate appeal application; provided, however, the development director may consolidate related appeal applications for agenda, notice and public hearing purposes.

2. Content of Applicatin
A complete application shall consist of an application form, completed and signed by the appellant containing:
a. Statement of the relief requested from the Development Review  Committee.
b. The relief requested, including citations to the specific portions of the transcript, Land Development Regulations and Comprehensive Plan relevant to the relief requested and supporting the relief requested.
3.  Hearing Procedures

Development review committee action on the appeal application, which may include conducting the public hearing, or remand or continuance of the matter being appealed, shall occur within 60 days of filing of the complete application, unless the appellant requests an extension of such time period and the request is granted by the development review committee.

4. Public Notice



 

At least 14 days prior to the date of the hearing, the following shall occur:

a. Publication of notice of the date,time, place, and purpose of the appeal hearing, in a newspaper of general circulation in the county. 

b. Where the matter being appealed involves a specific parcel of land, a sign shall be erected on the property, providing notice of the date, time, place and purpose of the public hearing, and shall be place in such a manner as to allow the public to view the same from one or more streets. In the case of landlocked property, the sign shall be erected on the nearest street right-of-way, and include notation indicating the general distance and direction to the property for which the appeal is sought. In all cases, the number of signs to be used shall be left to the discretion of the zoning administrator or development director; provided, that the numbers shall be reasonably calculated to adequately inform the public of the appeal. 

c. Where the matter being appealed involves a specific parcel of land, notice of the date, time, place, and purpose of the public hearings shall also be mailed to those who own property immediately abutting the property lines of the land for which the appeal is sought, or who own property immediately across a street or other easement from such land. Names and addresses of property owners shall be deemed those appearing on the latest ad valorem tax rolls of Pasco County and the adjacent County, as applicable. 
Proof of publication, mailing, and posting of the notice required above shall be presented, by affidavit, at the appeal hearing held.
5. Standard of Review

The development review committee shall conduct a de novo hearing on the appeal and may adopt, modify, condition, or reverse both factual findings and legal conclusions and conditions relating to the matter being appealed, or remand the matter to the development director for reconsideration based on direction from the development review committee. The development review committee may remand any administrative appeal without conducting a public hearing.

6. Final Determination
The determination of the development review committee shall be rendered within 30 days of the date of the appeal hearing. 
Determinations granting or remanding an administrative appeal may be rendered in writing or by motion and may, if rendered in writing, include findings of fact, findings or conclusions of law, conditions of approval, and action taken.

Determinations denying an administrative appeal shall be rendered in writing, include citations to any applicable ordinance, rule, statute, or other legal authority for the denial.


A determination shall be deemed "rendered" after it is reduced to writing and signed by the chairman of the development review committee or his designee or after the adoption of a motion, if no written decision is to be prepared and entered.
4.14.1.D. Appeals of Final Determinations of the Development Review Committee

1. Application Filing Deadline


After the final written rendition of the order, requirement, decision, interpretation or determination, an aggrieved person shall file with the county administrator or his designee:
a. Within 30 days, a Notice of Intent to Appeal and an application fee; and,  
b. Within 60 days, a complete Appeal Application.

Failure to timely comply  within the required time periods shall foreclose the right to initiate the administrative appeal. Each notice of appeal shall be accompanied by a separate application fee and treated as a separate appeal application; provided, however, the county administrator or his designee may consolidate related appeal applications for agenda, notice and public hearing purposes.
2. Content of Application

A complete application shall consist of an  application form completed and signed by the appellant containing.

a.
A verbatim transcript of the meeting in which the matter being appealed was conducted. The verbatim transcript shall consist of the complete discussion of the development review committee meeting for the matter being appealed.  The verbatim produced by the Pasco County Clerk of the Circuit Court is acceptable.
b.  
Statement of the relief requested from the board of county  commissioners.
c.  The relief requested, including citations to the specific portions of the transcript, land development regulations and comprehensive plan relevant to the relief requested and supporting the relief requested.
3. Hearing Procedures

Board of county commissioners action on the appeal application, which may include conducting the public hearing, or remand or continuance of the matter being appealed, shall occur within 90 days of the filing of the complete application, unless the appellant requests an extension of such time period and that request is granted by the board of county commissioners.
4. Public Notice

At least 14 days prior to the date of the hearing, the following shall occur:

a. Publication of notice of the date, time, place, and purpose of the appeal hearing, in a newspaper of general circulation in the county. 

b. Where the matter being appealed involves a specific parcel of land, a sign, providing notice of the date, time, place and purposed of the public hearing, shall be erected on the property in such a manner as to allow the public to view the same from one or more streets. In the case of landlocked property, the sign shall be erected on the nearest street right-of-way, and include  notation indicating the general distance and direction to the property for which the appeal is sought. In all cases, the number of signs to be used shall be left to the discretion of the zoning administrator or development director; provided, that the numbers shall be reasonably calculated to adequately inform the public of the appeal. 

c. Where the matter being appealed involves a specific parcel of land, notice of the date, time, place, and purpose of the public hearings shall also be mailed to those who own property immediately abutting the property lines of the land for which the appeal is sought, or who own property immediately across a street or other easement from such land. Names and addresses of property owners shall be deemed those appearing on the latest ad valorem tax rolls of Pasco County and the adjacent County, as applicable. 
Proof of publication, mailing, and posting of the notice required above shall be presented, by affidavit, at the appeal hearing held.




5. Standard of Review

The board of county commissioners shall base its determination on facts in the record of the development review committee public hearing and shall not make new factual findings or base its determination on evidence or facts outside the record. However, the board of county commissioners may base its determination on any applicable law and may adopt, modify, condition, or reverse the development review committee's legal conclusions and conditions, including, but not limited to 1) conclusions and conditions relating to consistency with the Land Development Code, Comprehensive Plan, and county approvals and development orders; 2) conclusions and conditions relating to the application of the Land Development Code, Comprehensive Plan, and county approvals and development orders to the record evidence and facts; 3) reweighing the record evidence to evaluate consistency with the Land Development Code, Comprehensive Plan, and county approvals and development orders; and/or 4) interpretations of the Land Development Code, Comprehensive Plan, or county approvals and development orders. 

The board of county commissioners may also remand the appeal to the development review committee to receive additional evidence, make additional factual findings or to reconsider the matter based on direction from the board of county commissioners. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the board of county commissioners may remand any appeal without conducting a public hearing.
6. Final Determination
The determination of the board of county shall be rendered within 30 days of the date of the appeal hearing. 
Determinations granting or remanding an administrative appeal may be rendered in writing or by motion and may, if rendered in writing, include findings of fact, findings or conclusions of law, conditions of approval, and action taken. 
Determinations denying an administrative appeal shall be rendered in writing, including citations to any applicable ordinance, rule, statute, or other legal authority for the denial.

A determination shall be deemed "rendered" after it is reduced to writing and signed by the chairman, vice-chairman, or acting chairman of the board of county commissioners or after the adoption of a motion, if no written decision is to be prepared and entered.


4.14.1.E.  Appeals of Final Determinations of the Planning Commission

1. Application Filing Deadline

After the final written rendition of the order, requirement, decision, interpretation or determination an aggrieved person shall file with the county administrator or his designee:
a. Within 30 days, a Notice of Intent to Appeal and an application fee; and  
b. Within 60 days a complete appeal application
Failure to timely comply within the required time periods shall foreclose the right to initiate the administrative appeal. Each notice of appeal shall be accompanied by a separate application fee and treated as a separate appeal application; provided, however, the county administrator or his designee may consolidate related appeal applications for agenda, notice and public hearing purposes.

2. Content of Application
A complete application shall consist of an application form completed and signed by the appellant containing:
a.  A verbatim transcript of the meeting in which the matter being appealed was conducted. The verbatim transcript shall consist of the complete discussion of the planning commission meeting for the matter being appealed.  The verbatim produced by the Pasco County Clerk of the Circuit Court is acceptable.
b. Statement of the relief requested from the board of county commissioners.

c. The relief requested, including citations to the specific portions of the transcript, land development regulations and comprehensive plan relevant to the relief requested and supporting the relief requested.
3. Hearing Procedures
Board of county commissioners action on the appeal application, which may include conducting the public hearing, or remand or continuance of the matter being appealed, shall occur within 90 days of the filing of the complete application, unless the appellant requests an extension of such time period and that request is granted by the board of county commissioners.

However, the board of county commissioners may base its determination on any applicable law and may adopt, modify, condition, or reverse the planning commission's legal conclusions and conditions, including, but not limited to 1) conclusions and conditions relating to consistency with the Land Development Code, Comprehensive Plan, and county approvals and development orders; 2) conclusions and conditions relating to the application of the Land Development Code, Comprehensive Plan, and county approvals and development orders to the record evidence and facts; 3) reweighing the record evidence to evaluate consistency with the Land Development Code, Comprehensive Plan, and county approvals and development orders; and/or 4) interpretations of the Land Development Code, Comprehensive Plan, or county approvals and development orders. 

The board of county commissioners may also remand the appeal to the planning commission to receive additional evidence, make additional factual findings or to reconsider the matter based on direction from the board of county commissioners. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the board of county commissioners may remand any administrative appeal without conducting a public hearing.
6. Final Determination
The determination of the board of county commissioners shall be rendered within 30 days of the date of the appeal hearing. 
Determinations granting or remanding an administrative appeal may be rendered in writing or by motion and may, if rendered in writing, include findings of fact, findings or conclusions of law, conditions of approval, and action taken. 
Determinations denying an administrative appeal shall be rendered in writing, including citations to any applicable ordinance, rule, statute, or other legal authority for the denial.
 A determination shall be deemed "rendered" after it is reduced to writing and signed by the chairman, vice-chairman, or acting chairman of the board of county commissioners or after the adoption of a motion, if no written decision is to be prepared and entered.


4.14.1.F.  Appeals of Final Determinations of the Board of County Commissioners

Any aggrieved party may appeal a final determination of the board of county commissioners to the circuit court of the county. An appeal shall be filed within 30 days of the determination or in accordance with the applicable rules of procedure.  The record created before the board of county commissioners shall include:

1. The transcript of the board of county commissioners public hearing, along with any additional evidence accepted at the public hearing.  The verbatim produced by the Pasco County Clerk of the Circuit Court is acceptable;
2.  Where the board of county commissioners action was an appeal, the transcript of the planning commission or development review committee public hearing, along with any additional evidence received at the planning commission or development review committee public hearing; and
3. Any applicable county staff reports and written orders or decisions of the planning commission or development review committee.
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
