Chapter 4 – Procedures

Division 1 – General Procedures

Section  10 – Review and Revocation of Special Exceptions and Conditional Use Permits
Part 1.  Jurisdiction. The county board of county commissioners hereby reserves to itself the jurisdiction and authority to review and revoke conditional use permits or special exception uses.

 Part 2.  Request for review.
 
1.
The Zoning/Code Compliance Administrator, upon a determination of probable cause, may petition the board of county commissioners for a review of the said conditional use or special exception, at a public hearing where such use, or the continuation of such use:

 
a.
Constitutes an annoyance to the community;

 
b.
Is injurious to the health, safety, or welfare of the community or of the public;

 
c.
Tends to corrupt the manners and morals of the public or of the community;

 
d.
Tends to attract vagrants, loiterers, or habitually intoxicated individuals;

 
e.
Has a history of repeated incidents of violence;

 
f.
Results in a substantial depreciation or lowering of property values in the community or neighborhood;

g.
Violates any of the conditions of approval; or


h.
Was approved as the result of materially misleading or inaccurate information or testimony.

 
2.
  The Zoning/Code Compliance Administrator shall investigate the facts and circumstances to determine whether a revocation hearing is warranted.  If a hearing is warranted, a recommendation, including the reason or reasons for the determination, shall be made to the board of county commissioners.
 
3.
No review shall be considered by the board of county commissioners where a previous review has already occurred in accordance with the procedures of this section, unless the petitioner demonstrates that a material change of circumstances has occurred since the last review.

Part 3.  Review and revocation of conditional use permit or special exception by the board of county commissioners.
 
1.
Upon presentation of a petition filed in accordance with the provisions above, a public hearing shall be scheduled  for the purpose of reviewing and making a final determination on the revocation of the conditional use permit or special exception. Notice of the time and place of such hearing, and of the facts and findings contained in the petition, shall be given in writing to the  owner of the property where the conditional use permit or special exception was approved at least ten days prior to the scheduled hearing.  All notice procedures shall be pursuant to Chapter 4, Division 1, Section 3 of this code.
 
2.
At the public hearing, the board of county commissioners shall hear testimony county staff, property owners, and interested  persons, and upon consideration of the evidence presented, establishes the existence of one or more criteria set forth above:

 
a.
Revoke the conditional use permit or special exception approval;

 
b.
Permit the continuation of the conditional use or special exception, with additional conditions or stipulations; or 


c.
If no such finding is made, shall not revoke the conditional use or special exception.
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
