3.  Building Height Measurements:
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Clear Sight Triangle: A clear sight triangle is measured on a corner lot by beginning at the point where the right-of-way (lot) lines meet (or where an extension of the right-of-way lines meet if the corner is a radius: see illustration), and measuring 20 feet from that corner in both directions and then drawing a line connecting those two points. This applies to local roads. Arterial and collector roads must follow requirements of the FDOT Manual of Uniform Minimum Standards for Streets and Highways, (Green Book).
 
Pasco County Code States: 530.7 Clear-sight triangle requirements.  In order to prevent the creation of a traffic hazard by limiting visibility at a street intersection, or intersection of a street and railroad crossing, no structure, building, earthen bank, or vegetation exceeding 3.5 feet in height above the finished paved area at the center of the roadway shall be allowed within the clear-sight triangle on corner lots.
