Temporary Use Permits:
The uses in the table above may be permitted temporarily after issuance of a zoning permit by the Zoning/Code Compliance Administrator and any necessary building permits.Before issuing a permit, the zoning/code compliance administrator shall determine that the site is adequate for its intended temporary use according to the following:

1. The proposed activity is in compliance with all safety, health, and environmental standards, and is not detrimental to the surrounding area.

2. The site is of a sufficient size to accommodate the intended temporary use.

Safe and orderly flow of traffic can be ensured.
4.   Proof of required insurance where event is held on county property or rights-of-way.

Performance standards for various temporary uses:  


A.  Dumpsters: Temporary use
1. 
Residential uses:

· May be located in Residential districts.
· Cannot block driveways or sidewalks.

· Duration: up to 30 days; two times per year.



2. Construction/demolition/repair uses:
· Requires active building or demolition permit

· Must be removed within 5 days of issuance of certificate of occupancy, final inspection or expiration of permit, whichever is later.

· Shall be allowed for natural disasters for 60 days regardless of existence of permit.

· Within twelve hours of a hurricane warning being issued it shall be removed or secured to minimize danger to persons or property.

B.  Portable Storage Units
1. Allowed in residential and commercial zoning districts.  

· Must not obstruct vehicular or pedestrian traffic.

· Cannot block sidewalks. 
 
2. 
Duration.    

· A portable storage unit used for residential purposes may remain for up to 30 calendar days twice per calendar year; one unit limit. For commercial purposes; 60 calendar days, twice per calendar year Cannot be visible from surrounding parcels or right-of-way unless its location is provided on an approved site development plan.

· Redelivery of a portable storage unit for purposes of unloading will be allowed for a period of five days.


C.   Construction/Renovation/Repair.    

·  Requires and active building permit.Must be removed within 5 days of issuance of certificate of occupancy, final inspection or expiration of building permit, whichever is later.

· Shall be allowed for fire or natural disaster for 60 calendar days regardless of the existence of a valid building permit.

· Within 12 hours of a hurricane warning units shall be removed or secured in such a manner so as to minimize the danger of such units causing damage to persons or property

D.
Portable Toilet Facilities:
· Provided in connection with construction or renovation in residential districts must be removed within 14 calendar days of cancellation of the rental contract for the unit, or the issuance of a certificate of occupancy , whichever is sooner.  

· Storage.  Cannot be visible from abutting residential property opaque non-wooden fencing required.
